Directions: Follow the steps below to plan and take your trip to a country in the continent of Africa. You will research the country and present it to your Geography class.

Each of the topics below is required with the exception of the “optional topics” list. On the optional topic section, you will choose just one of the topics mentioned (You may suggest a different topic than those listed, but it must be approved by Mr. Vis or Mr. Schmidt).

You will begin taking notes as you research; at least three (3) note cards are required for each topic. See the list of due dates to find out when each topic must be completed. You will want to plan your steps according to this schedule.

Research Requirements: 

A. Outline – You will be required to hand in an outline of your speech. This outline will be handed to your classmates for note taking

B. Introduction – You should introduce your country in a way to grab the attention of those listening to your presentation

C. Topic 1 – Basic Facts – Give basic information about the country including population, capital city, land size, government, language, economy, and currency

D. Topic 2 – Geographic location, climate, and landforms – Where on the continent is this located? Which types of landforms are in or near this country, and how does this affect the climate?

E. Topic 3 – Animals and vegetation – Research the different types of animals and plant lie you find in your country. Describe at least one of these animals/plants. We do not want just a list of items here.

F. Topic 4 – Daily life – Discuss topics such as education, recreation, transportation, religion, family relationships, and things the people do every day.  There are a lot that fits this category, so multiple slides will be needed.
G. Topic 5 – Food – Give a description of the unique types of foods people eat in your country. Tell us about some of the food and meal customs found there.

H. Topic 6 – Holidays and customs – Describe at least two (2) holidays and/or customs from your country.

I. Topic 7 – Famous landmarks – Give a description of at least two (2) famous landmarks found in your country. These could be natural landmarks such as waterfalls or lakes. They could also be man-made landmarks such as bridges or cathedrals.

J. Conclusion – Tie everything together and bring your presentation to a close.

K. Optional Topics – Choose 1 (if you have a different suggestion, it must be approved by Mr. Vis/Mr.Schmidt)

a. Arts and Entertainment – what do people do for recreation? What kind of artwork or music would you find here?

b. History – What are some of the most important historical events from this country? Who are some of the most important historical figures and what did they do?

c. Natural Resources – Describe some of the things that you could find as resources in this country. What does this country have to offer to the world?
