Book Reports
As a part of 6th Grade Literature you will be writing 3 book reports this year.  During each quarter there is a required genre for you to choose a book from.  There will be three Due Dates for each Book Report:  The 1st Due Date is the day you must have a book picked out and IN CLASS. The 2nd Due Date is the day you must show your completed “Prep sheet”.  The 3rd Due Date is the day you will present your book report to me and the class.  (See the next sheet for genres and Due Dates).

You may present your book report in a variety of ways.  But you will be required to present in a DIFFERENT way each quarter. Here are some suggestions:

· A formal written report (See your Write Source)***

· Monologue from a Character in the book (you will dress as the character and read to the class)

· A Poster displaying the required information

· A skit you act in and direct (no more than 4 people please) from one of the book’s events

· A 3-fold Poster Board

· A piece of artwork/sculpture with a written explanation of how it illustrates the book

· Interview a character from the book (at least 8 questions) this can be written or acted out

· Write a diary written by one of the characters during the book’s main events

· Construct a diorama of one of the book’s main events 

When a presentation is needed, you will be given 4-5 minutes to cover your book report, keep this in mind as you prepare.  You will be graded in 3 parts:  your Preparation Sheet, your Project, and your Presentation.  (See other sheet for rubric)
