Overview of East Asia and Southeast Asia

Overview:  We now head east, temporarily leap over South Asia, and will spend time learning about China and their many neighbors in East Asia.  This region is very different than any other we have learned about so far.  We will do our best to determine what makes this area a region and will soon discover its unique characteristics.

Regional Characteristics: There are at least four different characteristics that the countries share that make it “region.”  They are listed below.  Browse through the regional atlas beginning on page 674 and support each of these regional characteristics with at least two supporting details.  The first one has been done for you as an example.
1. There are areas of extremely fertile farmland and areas of very high population densities
Supporting Details:  
The map on page 679 shows that much of the land in this region is used for farming.  The map on page 678 shows several large areas that have the highest population densities of over 1250 people per sq. mile.  Several of these areas are in China.  The others are in Japan, Indonesia, and the Philippines.
