Categories for grading:
Creativity

Clarity


Students have clearly presented their topics.


Items # 1, 2, 5, and 9 are examples of this category

Content

Students have fully explored their topic to give the class a complete picture of the subject.


Items #1, 2, 4, 5, and 9 are examples of this category

A 2-3 minute presentation will be factored into the overall grade. Presentations are meant to provide each student the opportunity to share their research and knowledge. Presentations should include a summary of the information on the tri-fold boards, as well as an explanation of the projects.
