Requirements and Due Dates

Note Cards Due:  November 10th 

Note Cards:

· 25 cards with notes from your research.  These 25 DO NOT include bibliography cards

Research Sources:

· You need at least two primary sources.

· You need at least two print sources (not from the internet).  These could be the same or separate from the primary sources.

· You need at least ten total sources.

Annotated Bibliography:

· Use MLA format to document your sources.

· Primary and secondary sources must be separated in your bibliography.

· Any sources used on your note cards must appear in your bibliography, first categorized by primary and secondary source then placed in alphabetical order.

· Sources of any visual materials or oral interviews must be included.

· Annotations for each source must explain how you used the source and how it helped you understand your topic.

Outline Due:  November 17th 

Requirements for outline:

· Include thesis statement at the top

· Two or more divisions under each topic, clearly related to your thesis statement

· Annotated bibliography attached

First Draft Due:  December 1st 
Requirements for First Draft:

· You are the first editor!!!  Read over your work carefully and make the needed changes! 

· 1000-1500 words in length

· Double space

· Title Page

· Use 10 + sources within the paper

· Parenthetical citations

· Annotated bibliography attached (edit and make corrections needed)

· Bring two copies
